Team teaching will continue to improve the teaching the of PE across the school and further develop teacher’s confidence in teaching PE to all ages and abilities. 

Resources have been ordered to support the improvement in teaching PE and further resources will be ordered in line with next year’s Sport premium funding and the further development of the curriculum documents.

	This has not been completed due to the COVID-19 pandemic resulting in our booking for swimming being cancelled. We are currently trying to source a new swimming booking which can meet/cope with the complex needs of all of our pupils. 

Funding put  towards    the improvement of our school hall PE facilities viz laying new cushioned flooring; providing additional space to our school hall by removing the existing climbing frames as could no longer be used safely;. re-panelling all of the walls & door replacement to improve the over quality of the context for our pupils in PE.
